Get yourself to Mirepoix, SE of Toulouse and SW
of Carcassonne.  From Toulouse go via A61 and
A66 to Pamiers, and then the D119 to Mirepoix.
From Carcassonne take the D119 the other way to
Mirepoix.  (If arriving by air to Carcassonne,
simply turn right on the D119 as you leave the
airport.)

From Mirepoix head south towards Lavelanet on
the D625.  Turn left into the village of St Quentin
la Tour.  Once in the village turn left again on the
ÒRoute de QueilleÓ.  You will come to the top of a
hill where the road divides.  Take the left fork,
signposted towards Queille Ch‰teau, down a very
rough, unmade road around twists and turns until
you arrive in the valley.  Signs will direct you to
the parking for the festival.

Some of you may know of an alternative way into
Queille.  If you come by this route, parking is also
provided in the village at the top  but it is a bit of a
walk away, down (and therefore also up) the hill
from the house and events.
